Lubrication

For efficient economical operation, proper lubri-
cation is important.

To lubricate exles, gears and bearings the shell
is to be removed Remove the shell by taking out
the two screws under the cabin using the screw
driver.

Now you can lubricate the bearings of the motor,
clasp and the bearings of the trucks.

To lubricate the gears and the bearings of the
wheels the lower cover of the track must be

removed.

For lubrication use light clock oil only. When fi-
nished replace the cover plate paying attention
to fit the wheels and the coupler to the right

position.

After lubrication fix the shell by the two screws
under the cabin.

Lubricate your locomotive once a week if runs

many hours, once a month if runs moderately,
and if runsonly on occasion it is advisable to
lubricate before each running.

How to service electric motor

Remove the body from the chassis. Remove the
hinge bar, electrical contacts and release the
clasp. This will completely separate the motor
from the chassis of the locomotive. The motor
can now be serviced.
